� The faculty member also discusses the question paper pattern and scheme of evaluation 

with the students regularly in the class rooms to show how the marks are awarded by 

Bangalore University evaluators. 
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� The Principal attends meetings called by Vice-Chancellor of the Bangalore University 

and Department of Collegiate Education to inform evaluation process to the faculty. 

� Under Choice Based Credit system the method of calculation of AGP is explained to 

students.  

2.5.2 What are the major evaluation reforms of the university that the institution has 

adopted and what are the reforms initiated by the institution on its own? 

At University Level: 

The College is affiliated to the Bangalore University and hence it is not free to make its rules. In 

recent times the University has introduced various reforms, such as: 

� Introduction of online registration for examination, submission of internal assessment 

marks and generation of hall tickets. 

� Introduction of OMR sheets for each subject. 

� To avoid additional sheets, the university has increased number of sheets in the answer 

booklet. 

� From the academic year 2014-2015 the university has introduced choice based credit 

system in all courses. 

� The students can apply for photocopy of their answer scripts, if they are not satisfied with 

the marks awarded. 

� Streaming the evaluation process where the attendance sheets are updated in examination 

centre. 

� Compulsion of minimum attendance up to 75% in each subject for all students to appear 

in the final exams. 

� Internal assessment through grading system is used for II and III year UG students. 

At College Level: 

� The College adheres to the minimum attendance of students and displays shortage list on 

the notice board on 1st of every month. 

� Internal tests are conducted twice in every semester in all subjects. The question papers 

are designed on par with Bangalore university guide lines.  
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� Blue books are given to students in all subjects to write the assignments and Skill 

Development exercises, which are evaluated by faculty. 

� From the year 2014-15 extra circular and co-circular activities such as NCC, NSS, 

Projects, Yoga, Cultural activities etc. are considered for internal assessment (CBCS 

Scheme). 

2.5.3 How does the institution ensure effective implementation of the evaluation reforms of 

the university and those initiated by the institution on its own? 

� The institution is affiliated to Bangalore University and hence cannot take any initiatives 

and implement any reforms on its own. But the institution is strictly following the 

prescribed rules in relation to tests, assignment, examinations, etc. 

� The examination committee comprises of faculty members and office staff to conduct the 

exam smoothly. 

� The committee works on PDCA model (Planned, Do, Checked and Act) 

� As per the new CBCS introduced by the Bangalore University, students are made to 

actively engage in NCC, NSS projects, Yoga and cultural activities. This is considered 

for internal assessment marks. 

� The students applying for revaluation generate photocopy of answer booklet as per the 

instructions of Bangalore University and later apply for revaluation.

The institution adopts both formative and summative evaluation methods: 

� All faculty members adopt an approach on day to day basis by conducting verbal tests, 

group discussion, class presentation and weekly assignment. 

� Encourage students to solve old and model question papers. 

� An oral feedback given by the teachers to overcome the problems of students. 

� The assessment is followed by giving two internal tests in all subjects. 

� Skill Development books are distributed; assignments are given to award grades. 

� The marks scored are communicated to students. 
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� Slow learners are identified and special coaching classes are conducted to improve their 

performance at University level. 

� Due to formative and summative efforts, our institution has been successfully getting best 

results with University ranks every year.

Best Practice 1: 

TITLE: STUDENT SUPPORT SERVICES  

Goal: To provide holistic development of the students through academic, placement, intellectual 
and emotional support during their formative years in the college by identifying, developing 
caring and nurturing. 
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Context: Ever since its inception in 1972, the institution has been deeply committed to academic 
progress by providing holistic education. Our institution is one of the unique institutions to be 
headed by an academician with a vision to create awareness about the importance of education 
through introducing various courses and providing education at affordable cost. 

The institution is fully aware of the fact that education is the most important means for the 
liberation of the society. Education should be a process by which the overall personality of the 
student is developed to such an extent where the students acquire high level of discipline, 
imbibing ethical values and ensuring financial independence for social wellbeing 

Academic and Intellectual 

� Utmost care is taken by the management in recruiting the faculty with an interest to serve 
in teaching profession so that the desired goals are achieved. 

� The class teacher acts as a mentor who takes the responsibility of monitoring the 
academic activities of the students. 

� Before each internal the class teacher ensures that all students attend the internals with 
good preparation which will further help to enhance their final results. 

� Students who do not attend the test due to unavoidable reasons are asked to bring their 
parents and answer the test papers for which they have remained absent. 

� Regular attendance ensures better quality of results. Therefore we have a practice of 
displaying the attendance shortage at the end of every month. The parents of the students 
who have shortage of the attendance are informed. 

� Semester wise results are recorded and analyzed subject wise, gender wise, merit wise 
which helps in identifying the slow learners and gifted students. 

� Remedial (additional) classes are conducted for slow learners by concerned subject 
faculty to solve their difficulties. 

� Gifted students are provided extended library and other academic facilities. 

Placement: 

� Pre-placement training on soft skills, mock interviews, aptitude, Group Discussions are 
given to the students at affordable (subsidized) cost. 

� The placement cell continuously interacts with the HR of reputed companies. This 
ensures maximum participation of companies for campus drive to our institution. 

Emotional: 

� Counseling cell of the college takes care of the psychological needs of the students. In 
case of need, parents are counseled. 

� Part time jobs are arranged by the institute for students whose families are financially 
dependent on them.  

� Free health check up is arranged. 
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� Yoga classes are conducted regularly for better concentration and sound mind. 
� Spiritual discourses are arranged in the campus by Swamijis’ from Ramakrishna Matt on 

different occasions in order to inculcate ethical and moral values among the student 
community. 

Evidence of success:  

Academic and Intellectual
